BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DATE:  April 6, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm and adjourned at  pm.

People in attendance: Bill Craig, Shawn Morris, Jay Snider, Susan Koerber, Collin McClanahan, Ryan Brugger, Michael Gentry, Steve Corzine, Matt Hinkle.

Installation of officers - motion made by Bill to nominate Collin as President and Shawn as Vice President. Motion passed.

Reading of minutes -Shawn made a motion to approve, with a second by Bill. Motion passed.

Treasurers report - given by Bill - tax receipt received on unpaid taxes - Woods Service bill questioned - was for pump repair - question regarding online photo ordering and firefighters fund check written - Randy purchased grills, cookers and such for new building from Cape City. Motion to approve by Bill with a second by Collin - report approved

Old business bids for concrete - three bids obtained - Tiehle, Fronaberger and Putz for pad out front to keep gravel in place at road - Putz and Thiele had the lowest bids - 15’ not quite adequate, think we need to come in about 10’-15’ more, motion made by bill to go 30’ instead of 15’ and ask two low bidders to re-bid with second by Shawn, motion approved - Collin to contact other two Board members regarding winning bidder. Met with Grogean regarding pricing for dozing and highlift - will bring in tractor and scoop instead to move dirt - rate is $135.00 per hr. as opposed to $90.00 per hr for dozer and $3.25 ton rock. Initial estimate on dirt work is $1200.00 not to exceed $2500.00.  Motion made by Bill with a second by Shawn, motion approved. Shawn questioned about loan and when we will be using it. Cable has been buried and poles pulled out - ready for dirt work. 

New business - during process of John Peters resigning and requests given to us concerning statutes, a lawyer was hired to resolve those issues - David Summers has been retained as our attorney. Shawn suggested that the board start working on by-laws as a group and re-designing them to fit our needs. Shawn - moving forward in building - made a suggestion regarding forming a building committee to help with advisory aspect of helping plan new building. Motion by Collin with second by Bill, motion approved.  Letter and check from Prosecuting attorney  for payment as restitution for theft at station #1  from Sarah Doran. Shawn - question regarding engine at Station #2 giving us lots of mechanical issues - not looking at new truck - just possibly a used truck to replace it. Collin advised to get a team together to decide what type of truck, the needs, and wants and what we could do with a budget. Collin made a  motion to set up an advisory team for long term plan with second by Shawn, motion passed. Suggestion made by Shawn to look at putting  board minutes on web site monthly.

Chief’s report - given by Steve Ccorzine - (see attached)  Computer 21 installed new exterior hard drive for computer backup, being locked up after each use. Collin asked about forestry grant and what was purchased.  Training on April 2nd was really good and Cape City Chief sends his thanks.  Shawn said there were good responses from our guys that day and they showed initiative and good response. As Assistant Chief Steve will answer what he can at Board meetings in regards to the Chiefs report and if he doesn’t know he can ask. 

Susan asked about using Station #2 office for the Boards office, to have a location to keep Board’s records. Steve to take to Officer’s meeting to discuss. Tabled until next month.
