BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DATE:  January 5, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm and 8:10 pmadjourned at  pm.

People in attendance: John Peters, Randy Morris Jr., Steve Corzine, Susan Koerber, Michael Gentry, Matt Hinkle, and guest Ellen Emmendorfer, Justin Siemers, Bill Craig, Mark Carnell, Collin McClanahan.

Meeting called to order.

Ellen Elmendorf - insurance - changes to policy are: slight increases for contents - for Station #1 - $23,795.00, builders risk no change $403,000.00. Station #2 -  $151,424.00 contents - $5,408.00 with $250.00 deductible. Includes earthquake, flood, hail, wind, lightning. Equipment breakdown coverage included, sudden and accidental (not wear and tear). Portable equipment - replacement cost - blanket limit - covered. Bonding - President - $10,000, Sec/Treasurer $20,000 and Vice Pres - $10,000. Liability on autos $1 million and $500,000 on motorists. General liability $1 million,  medical - $5,000.00. Directors and officers $1 million per occurrence,  $3 million aggregate, with umbrella $3 million - $7 million. Premium summary total annual $11,096 compared to  $12,492 last year. Renews on February 8, 2011. Do we want to renew - discussion held - since cost went down, motion to renew by Mark with second by Bill, motion passed. Copy needs to be sent to Robert Givens.  

Collin McClanahan asked about excess materials and what to do with them. Told to hold onto them in case something was needed.

Minutes read motion to approve by Bill with second by John, motion passed.

Treasurers report - $ 71,219.81 in account. Question regarding the bill from Big River Telephone for $227.93 - need to check bill and make sure it wasn’t for repairs of phone line by KaJacs. Bill to check on this with Givens. Need to check on CWI and if city is paying for pickup also because they aren’t picking up our trash. Steve to check on the pickups. Motion to approve by John with second by Mark, motion passed. Purchase order signed for Winter fire school for $480.00 for  5 guys. 

Chiefs report - read and approved.  Contracts for four firefighters signed by Mark to go to Firefighter I and II classes.

Miscellaneous - Election information - no applicants so far for the opening. 

Stainless steel tank that was bought years ago - sold for scrap and made $528.00.

New building - issue with concrete. Samples of concrete tests - core samples taken out of slab - three tests completed with 3200 - 4200 PSI, thickness of 5-5-3/4 inch thickness (6 in was specified). 12,000 lb axle load. Told to come up with a couple of options - can remove the slab and install per specifications, accept the floor and take a monetary settlement, or have the contractor purchase an insurance policy for extended period of time on floor. Discussion held - suggestion to do the front bays only and take a monetary on the back. Need to have a meeting with Dudley and Sides Construction and come up with a solution. Looking at option of leaning towards the monetary option versus replacing the front bay area. Will talk to Dudley and Sides concerning matter.

Randy mentioned that 3621 has the master clutch leaking. Scheffer’s sent it off to a company that said they can fix it. We can not find one to replace it. Discussed options of what to do with it. Contract with Jackson was that if we got ready to dispose of the truck, then it goes back to Jackson. Mark will talk to Todd about truck.

Motion to adjourn by John with second by Bill.
