BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DATE:  March 16, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 7:20 pm and adjourned at  pm.

The reason for meeting is to appoint a replacement board officer for John Peters. There were two new applicants which were presented to the board by Chief Morris, who handed them to the Department Secretary Susan prior to the meeting, Jerry Siemers and Dustin Koerber. A motion was made  to appoint Collin McClanahan by Mark with second by Bill Craig. Motion passes, his position will be President of Board as far as officers are concerned and Shawn will take John Peters position as Vice President/Secretary. 

Question raised by Randy, who will be official president since Collin is going to be president and Mark is president. Randy asked why they decided to choose Collin McClanahan, the Board stated that he knows the building, he is a young guy, former firefighter, and a community member.

Dustin asked if it was discussed prior to tonight about Collin being a board member? They responded that they needed to discuss a person to call to the board position.  Shawn responded that he talked to Mark earlier in week and was wondering why since we have two more applicants are we not taking our time to look at those. Apparently Collin came to training last weekend and advised that he is going to be a board member. Questioned about the length of time needed to wait to appoint someone. It is not feasible to wait a long period of time due to the quorum vote and only having two board members. 

Meeting went into a closed session at 7:30 to discuss department issues and notifications of newspaper articles.

Closed session - 

Mark questioned why they weren’t apprised of two additional applicants. Randy stated that he didn’t know until two days ago, by email, that Jerry Siemers was interested. And Dustin Koerber also applied. Mark asked who keeps putting up state statute papers  on the board outside  and who keeps calling the newspapers. Randy advised he did not know who was doing it but had an idea. Copies of papers were handed out to Randy and Shawn to look at (copies of state statutes which were on the board). It clearly states that the Board is in control of all hiring and firing. They will take into consideration all information and recommendations from officers and chief and give their opinion. Mark asked what happens in Cape for insubordination to the Chief. Shawn advised that they are union and not much happens.  Shawn said it is a matter of give and take from all involved. Matter of not having a meeting in February discussed. Randy asked about the new building and financials. Old pumper at station #2 being down for two months and having problems with it. That area is unprotected at this time due to not having adequate truck. Money issues won’t warrant finishing building and buying a new truck. Randy is questioning the budget and how it works. And why they didn’t approve the purchase order  for the paramedic training for Jason Rhea - the board advised that they could not spend that kind of money on one person in the department for medical training and that this is first and foremost a fire department not a  medical department. A whole new board is coming in and everyone is going to have to try to get along. Air van brought up and why we are housing it and manning it. Fully covered under Fire Fighters Association Insurance policy. Randy said it is good propaganda for our department. Makes us look good within the county. Susan passed on information regarding Trish Quade benefit upcoming in May. Discussed  used pumper for the department and what the possibility would be of finding one. Will have to take out a loan to finish the building. Lease purchase possible on pumper would take 7-10 years to pay off.
